If you are under 
18 years of age, a parent/guardian must sign 
for approval.

High school students may be eligible for community  
service hours, with a minimum of 20 hours of volunteering. 
  
All student volunteers may receive a letter of  
recommendation for their participation. 
 
Student volunteers registering more than 10 voters will  
receive a Certificate of Recognition from California  
Secretary of State Debra Bowen.
